Thank you to the Parents & Friends for their organization and hard work. Kellie Tannock, a 

member of the P & F, is currently surveying how many students utilize the Port Drive crossing 

and from which school. This will provide us with useful research in our attempts to better staff 

the crossing.  

On Tuesday Miss Di organized the annual Inter-school Chess Tournament. Congratulations to 

Broome P.S. who narrowly took the title from St Maryõs. Thank you to Miss Di who volunteers 

her time each week to teach and supervise those students interested in the game of chess. 

New sound enhancement systems have been placed in each classroom in the school. The 

teacher wears a speaker and their voice is projected evenly across the whole classroom,       

regardless of the direction they are facing. Funding was applied for with the Federal           

Government and Catholic schools are amongst the first to have them installed in the Kimberley. 

It works on infra -red technology and lifts the teacherõs voice by a couple of decibels. It is bound 

to have a positive effect upon student learning.
